Your last mini-project will center around writing a piece of journalism about the results of your statistical study.  There are three main avenues you may use to pursue this goal.  Newspaper articles, magazine articles, or research reports are all good ways to portray the analysis you’ve done.  However, I’m also open to other forms of writing if you clear them with me in advance.

The guidelines for your piece of writing are as follows:

1. You must use statistical evidence to support your paper.  Remember all of the different techniques that we have used in the past semester (confidence intervals, hypothesis testing, probability, etc.)

2. You must use a graphical representation of your data somewhere in your project (i.e. a bar chart, pie chart, histogram, etc.).

3. You must relate the results of your statistical study to the general public in a way which is readable and interesting.

4. The length is up to you.

5. You must discuss the impact of your results on other aspects of life.  (i.e. if your results show that there is a difference between the mean GPA of college males versus the mean GPA of college females this may imply that educational reform needs to be done in order to try to close the achievement gap.)    
Deadlines and Requirements:
1. The final draft is due to me no later than Tuesday, May 2nd.  

2. Along with your final paper, you must also hand in the work that you did by hand in order to calculate the statistics that you used in your paper.  (For example, if you conducted a hypothesis test in order to determine statistical significance than hand in a sheet of paper with all of the steps labeled clearly and calculations done).  
3. You must include at the results of at least one Confidence Interval and one Hypothesis Test in your final report.
